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The Folk Poet Sheng Shizhong and his Poetry in Quanzhou

Abstract: There have been abundant research fruits about the research of folk poets in the Southern
Song Dynasty. Nevertheless, there is still a blank about the analysis of Quanzhou’s folk poets as well as
their poetry,which could not accord with its then historical situation in which Quanzhou was the inter-
national cultural capital at that time. Based upon the epigraph of Sheng Zhi-zhong preserved in
Quanzhou Museum, this paper involves an appraisal of his poetry, managing to make reappearance of
the life story of this admired patriotic poet, from which to have a brief understanding of Quanzhou
society and culture in the Southern Song Dynasty.
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
