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An Investigation of the State of Conservation of the Song Dynasty Shipwreck in Quanzhou Bay

Abstract: As the precedent of the protection for large marine wooden relics in China and Asia, the Song Dy-
nasty Shipwreck in Quanzhou Bay has been preserved for 40 years since its discovery in 1974. After years of inte-
grated protection and restoration, the status quo of the shipwreck should be studied. In this paper, a comprehensive
investigation and analysis on the status of the ship, including its preservation environment, the condition of the
planks, diseases in the hull and so on are carried out. The results are very important to summarize and evaluate the
previous conservation work, to find existing problems, and to lay the foundation for subsequent protection works.
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
